*read what the publisher has to say about the book on the back cover and/or front flap. 

*read the forward to get the general orientation of the book. 
*look over the table of contents. 

*check if there is an index in the back of the book and if the 
topics of interest to you are there. 
*check the author’s qualifications. 

 
It is important to trust your own sense of what is “good” for you, by asking yourself; would it work for me 
and my family; does it fit me, my style and value system? No single expert will be a perfect match for you
